You’ll need a handcuff key to operate the locks in the Farmers
Bridge and Aston flights. It’s probably a good idea not to leave your
boat unattended whilst navigating this section and likewise the
section eastward as far as Curdworth - you may see cinemas, retail
parks and other temptations but best to avoid them. There is a
fast-food outlet and a cafe canalside on the stretch around Bromford
and Castle Vale if you feel in need of a break.
